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The late Clayton Boughton, third oldest son of Mr. and Mrs. George Boughton, brother of Freddie, Frank, George and Harold, was a native of Copake Falls.  A Corporal in the Army, he enlisted and served in the Korean War, and was awarded the Purple Heart for the injuries he sustained. He was credited with saving members of his platoon despite being shot several times by enemy forces.  He was re-assigned in April, 1951 and served two tours of duty.

Clayton had two nieces, Debbie and Donna Boughton.  Donna is present  with us today. Debbie is married to former Copake Supervisor Reggie Crowley. They were unable to make today’s ceremony and send their best wishes and thanks in recognizing the bravery of their Uncle Clayton.”
