Gary Alan Peck 

Gary Alan Peck was the oldest son of Alan and Jean (Bathrick) Peck. The Pecks lived in Millerton at the time of Gary’s birth in 1951, before re-locating to Copake in 1953. Three younger brothers would follow, and the family returned to Millerton in 1961. Gary graduated from Webutuck Central High School in 1969, and after one year in college he enlisted in the United States Army. In August, 1971 he left for Vietnam, where he served as a Combat Medic with the 101st Airborne Division. In late September, 1971, Gary suffered an upper body injury when the personnel carrier in which he was riding struck a land mine. A firefight ensued, but Gary was safely evacuated and subsequently returned Stateside. He returned to live in Copake in 1975, but sadly died by his own hand in 1978. He is interred in the graveyard behind St. John in the Wilderness Church, along with his father, Alan, and his son, Zachary.  

His mother, Jean Peck, who is known to many of us, lived for many years in Copake before relocating to Rochester in  2013.  She lives in an assisted living facility and is 90 years old.  Her son Glenn wrote: “Mom sends her best and is looking forward to photos, etc. We will be thinking of you all [on] Saturday”.
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
